From Tim Clark:

Allow me to introduce myself. I am currently teaching

part-time at Highline CC while serving in my 15th year
as a Kent City Councilmember. As a member of the

33rd district for the past 10 years, I have tried to be

somewhat low key during the meetings, except in my

capacity as vice chair for the past six years. However, I
do not lack experience as a Democratic LD chair in

South King County, as I chaired the 47th LD

Democrats for four years before moving to my current
address in Kent. You may be aware that Kent is split in

terms of legislative jurisdiction.

I am pleased to act as your chair for the remaining

months of this calendar year, and look forward to

continuing to work with the executive board members.

As always, the district will go through reorganization
in January, following the election of new Precinct

Committee Officers - probably in November, unless

the Secretary of State finds a way to put the PCO
elections on the August primary – a move which is

currently being contested.

As you know, there are many vital elections this

November. Since the Presidential race inspires us all

and gets most of the media attention I will skip that

discussion. In Washington State, our choices for
Attorney General, Secretaries of Treasury and State,

and Superintendents of Public Lands and Public

Instruction will all take a fair amount of review. The
race for Governor Gregoire will also remain a focus of

the state Democratic Party. It does not appear that

Congressman Adam Smith will face serious opposition

as of this writing.

Many King County judicial candidates are seeking our

endorsement in the primary, hoping for a showing
greater than 50% in August to make them the only

name on the ballot in November. We also have

important decisions to make at our local district level.

The 33rd District is presently well served by a great trio

of legislators. Senator Keiser and Representative

Upthegrove have duly noted the fine years of service of
Shay Schual-Berke, and her departure brings a new

opportunity for service. Already, two of our members

have revved up campaigns for this open seat in the
House. Our outgoing chair, Tina Orwall, and our State

Committee Woman, Elizabeth Albertson, are both
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well-qualified Democratic candidates. Most of you

know Tina as a chair and executive board member of

our district for the past several years. Many of you also

know Elizabeth, who moved to the 33rd more recently
following several years as an active member and leader

in the 47th legislative district. There may be other

candidates as yet undeclared.

We face a special challenge, made necessary by recent

court rulings, due to the requirement of a nominating

convention prior to the primary election. This strange
new creature is required even of incumbents, such as

Dave Upthegrove, because he is up for election again.

The executive board decided to hold this convention
during the latter part of our regular May meeting. This

strange sequence is caused by the primary date in early

August, according to new state law. In the next 30 days
we all need to learn more about our respective

candidates and their goals. Sadly, we only have two

meetings to hear from the respective campaigns, our

April and May meetings, before we arrive at an
endorsement decision. I cannot urge you strongly

enough to try to attend both meetings.

Based on the new law, the top two vote getters in the

primary will be on the final November ballot. It is

possible that both of the above candidates might
survive to that point. In the end, it will be the voters

who decide who represents the district in Olympia. If

you are new to our 33rd Legislative District, thanks to

your recent participation in the Presidential caucus
system, now is a great time to learn about your local

party and its candidates which represent you in the

state legislature. We hope you will enjoy the
continuing political education our organization has

always worked at. You might even consider joining

one of the campaigns to learn more about how the

system works. Campaigns are about choices and need
energy and help, not to mention dollars, from others to

succeed. Attend our meetings and learn about the

candidates. Meanwhile, let us honor the process, learn
about the candidates, and choose wisely.

March 17, 2008

Meeting Opening

Chair Tina Orwall called the meeting to order at 7:07 pm. Kyle Forar led the flag salute.

Many guests were present and acknowledged. Guests: Lynda Abbott, Paula Joneli, Rosi Everson, Tomie Lamb, Mike,
Phil, Jon Larou, Joann, Glenda Castelien, Suzanne Smith, Skyler Nickels, George Hunter, Catherine Cooper, Caylene

Moon, Matt Perry, Michelle Scales.

The members recognized the passing of Shirley Farley. She passed away on January 7th, 2008. Ted Schwarz spoke of

her advocacy for mental health and education. Ellen Fawcett spoke about her work as a SHEBA representative.

Two members provided a short entertainment piece of humor reminding people that regardless of who we support,
Obama or Clinton, we are all Democrats. Let’s be cordial.

Sharon Mast

Sharon Mast, DNC member and superdelegate, spoke about the delegate process. She said that you don’t have to be a

delegate to sign in for the legislative caucus. The caucus is for voting for new delegates and alternates, while the
convention is for platform discussion and approval. At the congressional caucus, they vote for electors. They will also

choose a credentials committee for the state level. She said that to become a national delegate, you need to speaking

about what is unique about you: what you’ve done, community work, your passions, why you support who you
support.

Peter Goldmark

Peter Goldmark, candidate for public lands, spoke about his run for the commissioner of public

lands. Goldmark is a rancher, farmer, and scientist (molecular biology). He feels that public lands
office is not acting in the best interest of the people and the lands. He was director of agriculture

under Governor Lowry. The current commissioner has large numbers of donations to his campaign

from timber, oil, shellfish, and mining interests. He spoke about the Maury Island issue, where
Glacier Mining purchased land and is mining it, yet the deed specified that all mining interests

were reserved for the state. The current commissioner is not enforcing that.

Representative Shay Schual-Berke

Shay Schual-Berke formally announced she would not be seeking a new term at the end of her

current one. She has new plans in the works which she’ll announce in January. Shay announced

when she did because the primary date has been moved earlier (August), and she wanted to give

those who wanted to run enough time to do so.

But there is still much to do right now.  She is still working on campaign finance limits for judges.

Gun control legislation: worked on a failed legislation that would cause someone who had been
involuntarily committed for 14 days to forfeit their gun rights; they could get it back under certain

circumstances.

Representative Dave Upthegrove

Dave Upthegrove mentioned that Rita Creighton passed away just last week. He worked on a complex
bill related to climate change. Took carbon reduction emissions requirements and enacted them. Major

polluters must tally their emissions and report them. Goals for getting people out of their cars and

taking mass transit. Position ourselves economically for the transition from fossil fuels to clean fuels.

Committee he was on passed out a bill that required nothing to be done on Maury Island until the issue
had been resolved, but the bill failed.

Jim McIntire

Jim McIntire for State Treasurer: lifelong democrat; worked on Hubert Humphrey campaign and

Booth Gardner campaign. Treasurer’s office manages the cash, issues the debt (interest we pay
accounts for approximately 5% of the general fun). Treasurer plays leadership role on state investment

board; those dollars have to earn a good return. McIntire is running for the position because he has a

long background in financing expertise and feels a need to use that knowledge for the public good.
Feels that the treasurer should be a chief financial officer, and he has the knowledge to fulfill that role.

New Members/PCOs

Rosie and Glenda Castillon were voted in as PCO’s for their precincts.

Skyler Nickels, Paula Joneli, Linda Abbott, Jon LaRue, Catherine Cooper, Zig Stoszak, Mike Sensney were accepted

as new members.

Miscellaneous Announcements

Tina announced that she is running for Shay’s seat, and will be stepping down as chair.

Elizabeth Albertson also announced that she has filed her PDC filings and is ready to run for Shay’s seat.

Matt Perry from Congressman Adam Smith’s office spoke about Adam’s campaign, and
also working with Senator Barack Obama’s campaign. He wants to connect with any Obama

delegates and will answer any questions that they have.

Senator Karen Keiser reported on the fast 60 day session. They were able to balance the budget

while still putting $834 million dollars into savings. Insurance commissioner will be able to

review Insurance rate increases. Health Care Reform bill and Ominibus Long Term Care bill were
both passed. Passed bill that stated that adverse events in hospitals must be reported.
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Chair’s Report/Announcements

Registrar’s Report: The registrar reported 48 voting members

Treasurer’s Report: Cass Prindle reported that we took in approximately $1000 from the legislative district caucus,

but we will have final numbers at a later meeting.

Representative Shay Schual-Berke…A Representation of Pride

Statesmen. It heralds from the French, homme d’etat, or man of the state. A skilled, experienced, and
respected political leader. Not a term one hears much in this day of political backstabbing and dirt-throwing.
But that is exactly what Representative Shay Schual-Berke is…a stateswoman.

In her ten years serving the 33rd LD in the State House of Representatives, she has performed countless
demonstrations of that. To name a few, she led the House to embrace a Patients Bill of Rights. She achieved
"Mental Health Parity" reform to bar insurers from requiring higher co-pays, deductibles or other out-of-
pocket expenses for mental health treatment than they require for other medical services.

She spearheaded a constitutional amendment that enabled school levies to pass with a simple majority. She
also expanded Washington's Fair Campaign Practices Act to include judges as well as port and county
offices in large counties. Prior to this reform, special interests could spend unlimited amounts promoting
these candidates.

Therefore, it was with a mixture of sadness and pride that I listened, on March 17th, to Rep Schual-Berke
announcing her intention to not seek another term when her current one expired. I am sad that Rep Schual-
Berke will be ending her time as my representative, though I’ve no doubt that she already has many ideas
thought out for the future to participate in her community. But she put so much effort into her work that she
leaves great shoes to fill for the person who intends to take her place.

But I feel such pride not only in the work that she has done, and continues to do till the end of her term, but
in her humility about it all. As she stood there making her announcement, stating that she had done so now to
enable the time for others who would run, she then went on to state, “But there is so much more to do now.”
Her announcement was just a passing thing, but the work in the legislature…that needed to be dealt with
now. She didn’t need great lauds for her announcement…she did it for others. But then, her ten years of
service has reflected that.
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I know that I will see Rep. Schual-Berke in other places…we run into each other regularly in various stores
and other locations in the south King County area. And I know that when I see her, I will always feel proud
that she has been, and will no doubt continue to be, a true representative…no, representation…of the pride
we should all have in working for our community.

And so I say, “Thank-you, Shay. Thank-you very much.” Because I know that is what you really want to
hear.
