Omaha gave a brief District Report, stating that she and Bob Loeliger attended Legislative Action Day in Olympia.

She reported on the districtOs Biennial Plan, stating the goals are to:

I Provide more help to campaigns and candidates

I Improve retention, recruitment and increase participation by members

I Improve implementation of E-Board policies
In support of these goals, Omaha noted the creation of the PCO Liaison. Omaha said that in the area of E-Board
policies, she wanted more transparency and announced that all E-Board meeting minutes would now be available o
the 33°Os website. She said that in order to increase member participation, we needed to offer alternative ways of
contributing, such as writing letters to the editor, helping out on campaigns or serving in capacities other than attend
monthly meetings.

5. The C1 is the first document filed - it declares the intention to run, the office sought, and if
filing for mini-reporting (limits the amount one can raise) or full-reporting (no limit, requires
frequent and detailed reporting).

7. The C4 is a monthly synopsis of the campaign’s income, expenditures, and cash on hand.
8. The A form tells us where how the money was spent (signs, mailers, events, consultants, e.g.)

9. The B form typically documents loans and in-kind donations. If someone paid for an ad in the
paper or donated sign stakes, for example, it would have to be reported as an in-kind donation.

10. Sometimes a candidate goofs on the rules or knowingly does something illegal (see most of Des
Moines’ recent elections). A “Miscellaneous” document will be filed so everyone can view the
proceedings and disposition.

If you have time to review a candidate’s PDC filings, you can determine who is paying for their campaign, who their
supporters are, and if the campaign donations are being reported or spent appropriately.
