From the Chair

This month will be the first of our two official
endorsement months at the 33rd LD. We’re trying out
something a little different this year than we have in
recent previous years. In the past, we have allowed
candidates to address the membership as they have
time in their schedule, and then vote on them at that
time. This year, we have chosen specific positions to
consider each of the two months, and have contacted
candidates to arrange for them to be at these meetings.
We are hoping that this eliminates the confusion that
has occurred in previous years where members voted
upon candidates for a particular position without
having heard yet from other candidates for the same

position. It also will cut down on dual endorsements,
which is contrary to the point of an endorsement.

Endorsements from an organization like the 33rd
provide support for a candidate in many ways. First,
they show to the community at large that we believe
that this particular candidate deserves to fill the
position that they are running for better than the other
candidates (note that this does not mean that the other
candidates are bad; just that this candidate is the best
choice). Secondly, it allows us to provide our resources
to this candidate, in the form of donations and
volunteering.

I hope to see you all at these important meetings as we
hear about, and choose to support, candidates that we
want to represent us in these important local and
regional races.

The June meeting will be our first endorsement
meeting. The Endorsement Committee will be
interviewing and reviewing candidates for the
following offices:

Candidates for these offices are welcome to attend
during the first hour of the meeting and will be allowed
to give a two minute speech regarding

their campaign. The Endorsement Committee will be
making recommendations to the membership about
each position based on a combination of the King
County Democrats questionnaire that most candidates
have filled out and a brief interview, if the committee
finds it necessary.

In the second hour, the Endorsement Committee will
make their

recommendations, after which any member is free to
bring a motion of endorsement before the membership.

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General Membership Meeting

Minutes
May 18, 2009
Meeting Opening
Omaha Sternberg called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm. Jim Fossos lead the flag salute. Motions were made and
passed to approve the meeting agenda and April meeting minutes.

Omaha asked Bob Stephens to give the Parliamentarian’s brief — Bob defined the Point of Order for the body, and told
when it was appropriate to use and its effect on the proceedings.

Chair’s Report/Announcements

KC Democrats Chair’s Meeting — Mother’s March for Health on May 31%. The 33™ to march under the KC Democrats
banner. Omaha asked for volunteers for this parade. KC Democrats Rummage Sale - Omaha urged members to
support this fundraiser. KC Democrats Endorsement Interviews on Saturday, June 6" — open to public. The 34" LD
donated over $2,000 to the KC Democrats and challenged other LDs to beat that. Omaha noted that the E-Board voted
to send them $100, but believed we could do better.

State Committee Woman: Tiffany McGuyer noted the Resolutions made regarding the military; transportation, and
state income tax.

KC Democrats Monthly Report: Kyle Forar noted the resolutions passed: Universal access to health care, children’s
health care, prosecution of Bush Administration officials.

Legislative Action Committee: — Bob Polwarth summarized the Session saying the deficit was the major issue.

PCO Coordinator Report: Michael Miele said the principals of the PCO team are to have our activities organized
around four things: Communication (communicate progressive message); what KCDCC and state Democrats can do
for us; Technology — need computers for Voter files; Education — need to understand our positions on various issues.

Endorsement Committee: Has not met yet. Will use KC Democrat questionnaire, but revise for 33™ district.

Summer Events Coordinator: — Paula Joneli created a calendar of events that the 33" might participate in and
distributed it to the members.

By Laws Report: — Members of that committee have not met yet, but will prepare a resolution for the June DemoChat
so it can be voted on at the July meeting. Bob Loeliger suggested members go to the website and review the
charter/by-laws to understand the proposed changes.

District Monthly Activity: Tiffany created an information sheet on Global Warming to distribute to the members.

= Rep. Tina Orwall provided a session update and told of the nature of the legislation she worked on: Housing
assistance. A Foreclosure bill which gave owners an idea of options they could pursue to keep their house.
Education reform: redefined to include Early Learning, and transportation; and worked on Achievement Gap
and intervention with kids and gangs.. Dept of Corrections — Housing vouchers to reduce the rate of
recidivism. Tax reform — need to change regressive tax structure based on property and sales tax. The lessons
she learned included: — it’s a team effort and that there are many ways to kill a bill.

= Rep. Dave Upthegrove: As Chair of the House Environmental Committee, Dave shared legislation in the
environmental arena.
