The June and July meetings will be our
endorsement meetings for candidates and issues
that will get on the ballot for August or November.
Endorsements are an important aspect of the
political process. When an organization, like the
33rd District Democrats, endorses a candidate, we
send a message to everyone else that we believe
candidate or issue is the best choice.

But endorsements also come with other benefits.
Endorsees can tell everyone else that we've
endorsed them. They can also receive benefits
from the district in the form of financial donations
or access to our membership list for mailings to
candidate events.

The 33rd endorsement procedure is simple. We
require anyone who wants an endorsement to fill
out the King County Democrats questionnaire.
Those seeking endorsement are interviewed
briefly by the endorsement committee, often just
before the endorsement meeting. The endorsement
candidate is also allowed 3 to 5 minutes to speak
to the membership and take questions. After the
endorsement committee makes its
recommendations, the membership is asked to
vote to endorse.

As much as some of us might want to accept
everyone, it is not in the best interests of
candidates or the district to vote for dual
endorsements. So, I recommend that you consider
well which candidate should receive your vote,
and vote with confidence. I look forward to seeing
you all on June 21st.

Paula Joneli recently wrote a letter to the editor:
Sooo, in the US, corporations are persons, and the

Supreme Court has extended their "free speech" (aka: bribery)
rights.
