From the Chair

A PCO, precinct committee officer, is the foundation
of the Democratic Party. Every PCO is the grass roots
of information to Democrats in his or her precinct from
the party, from candidates, and from organizations
promoting Democratic issues and ideals. Our PCOs in
the 33rd are the most important members of our
district.

Every two years, on even-numbered years, our elected
PCOs must run for re-election. This year, everyone
who wants to run for the office of PCO can file online
as well as in person and, unlike previous years, there is
no fee whatsoever. Filing starts on June 7 and ends on
June 11, so there is a narrow window to file.

Remember that you can get out into your precinct and
canvass for election. In order to win, you have to get at
least 10% of the vote of the Democratic candidate who
gets the most votes in your precinct. If a candidate in
your precinct gets 400 votes, you have to get at least
40. Otherwise, you won't win the election.

There is more information later in this newsletter,
including who to contact for more information in King
County. But you can also contact our PCO
Coordinator, Michael Miele, for more information as
well. His email is mikepco@gmail.com, and his phone
number is 253-854-6349. And if you are not a PCO
now and would like to be, you can ask him if there is a
PCO currently in your precinct.
